	Course Description


	This first year AFJROTC course consists of citizenship, character and U.S. Air Force Tradition and aviation history.  The course focuses on AF structure, uniform wear, customs and courtesies, individual self-control, basic drill skills and citizenship. The aviation history is social studies base and focuses on development of flight throughout the centuries.  It begins with ancient civilizations, then progresses through time to modern day.  The emphasis is on civilian and military contributions to aviation; the development, modernization, and transformation of the Air Force.  
The course includes 55 minutes per week of physical fitness activities as part of the JROTC Wellness program, Health and Wellness (HW). HW is an effort by the JROTC to promote active, healthy lifestyles for cadets through physical fitness and wellness training.  This is accomplished through various aerobic and anaerobic activities.

Cadet Uniform will be worn on Wednesday and physical training uniform on Friday, unless directed differently by the SASI/ASI. *(See consequences section on uniform wear)

Course Goals and Objectives:                              
1. Know the importance of AFJROTC history, mission, purpose, goals, and objectives.

2. Know military traditions and the importance of maintaining a high standard of dress and personal appearance. 

3. Know the importance of attitude, discipline, and respect, and why values and ethics are so important.

4. Know the importance of individual self-control and that an effective stress management program improves the quality of life.

5. Know the historical facts and understand impacts of the early attempts to fly.
6. Know the major historical contributors to the development of flight.

7. Know the contributions of the U.S. Air Force to modern aviation history.
8. Understand the key events in aviation history.
9. Know the importance of keeping yourself well and helping others stay well
